3. How this product is to be distributed

Distribution channels

The WealthPortal Investor Service been designed to be distributed through a financial adviser registered with OneVue Wealth.

Distribution conditions

The WealthPortal Investor Service should only be distributed under the following circumstances:

o the financial adviser of the investor must be registered with OneVue Wealth.
o Ifthe investor is above the age of 18 and an Australian resident, and
o Ifthe invest has at least $2,500 to open a cash hub account in WealthPortal Investor Service.

Adequacy of distribution conditions and restrictions

o WealthPortal Investor Service can be distributed to Investors as part of personal advice recommendations.
o Toinvest in WealthPortal Investor Service, the investor must have a financial adviser who is registered with OneVue Wealth and is appointed as their nominated
representative to operate their WealthPortal Investor Service account on their behalf.

This is based on an assessment of the distribution conditions and restrictions and that they are appropriate and will assist distribution in being directed towards the target
market for whom the product has been designed.

5. Reporting and monitoring this target market determination

We may collect the following information from our distributors in relation to this TMD.

Complaints Distributors must report all complaints (including reporting instances of no complaints)
in relation to the product(s) covered by this TMD on a quarterly basis. This will include
written details of the complaints.

Significant dealings Distributors must report if they become aware of a significant dealing in relation to this

TMD within 10 business days.

A significant dealing includes:

o 20% of investors who have invested in the product but are not in the target market,
including the proportion of investors who are part of a class of investors that have
been specifically excluded from the target market,

o Potential/actual harm to investors if investors outside the target market invest in
the product,

o Inconsistency of distribution conditions with the TMD, and

o Time period when investors outside the target market invested in the product.

Distributors will report transaction data and outcomes from sale practices monitoring
within quarterly reporting period.
